Agenda Items:
1. October Meeting Update:
· Jesse Hanford – turnout and audience participation was good.  Did drawing for survey.  Total count for attendance was roughly 30.  Brian noticed that the attendance seems to be decreasing.  Could be that companies are cutting back costs for meetings, in addition to unemployed individuals that are cutting back.  Russ said prize winners that weren’t there said they were out of town – mostly 5/3 individuals.  Lei said we may want to include a note that there is no cost for parking – valet parking is provided by the chapter.  Lei & Brad said feedback was similar at PCM that companies were pulling back.  Suggestions were to offer free meetings as prizes.  Brad said based on the current attendance rate, we are still okay, but we’ll continue to monitor.
2. November 2nd Chapter Meeting
· Brian Brush waiting to hear back from speaker candidates - should have speaker confirmed by Wednesday, 10/20.  Meeting is election day, but we have not previously seen fluctuation in meeting attendance due to election day.  Brian will remind the speakers that it is election day to avoid conflicts.
3. Fall Seminar
· Justin indicated that 54% of survey responses were interested in cloud computing.  Tanya Bacaam does not offer such a course.  Justin reached out to MISTI who quoted him $7000 + travel expenses for a 2-day seminar.  This is over double our typical cost and would require an increase to the registration fee from $325 to around $500.  This is still reasonable considering the course offered by MISTI regularly costs $1600 not including travel expenses.  Brian offer to inquire about potential Deloitte candidates that may be qualified to present such a course.  Brad and Lei indicated that other local chapters have presented similar seminars for approximately $1700-$2000/day.  Brad will provide names of instructors to Justin for follow-up.  The “fall” seminar will need to be scheduled between now and February as not to overlap an anticipated spring seminar. 
4. Unfuned PCM
· Brad and Lei went – less formal than previous years.  20 of 31 chapters from the region were represented.  Good feedback and learned a few new things (including sharing of instructor names).  Networking events vs. regular meetings.
· Lei – Presented an idea regarding a reward for people who attend all the meetings, and possibly using Cvent for event registration.  Tom said this was more expensive than Constant Contact that we are currently using, but Constant Contact doesn’t do meeting registration.  Another idea of member discounts if pre-register for meetings (i.e. register and pay for 4 meetings in advance.)  May need an incentive for doing that.
5. Funded Global Leadership Conference  
· Still looking for volunteers

· Gary Franklin on the ISACA board for 15+ years.  May need to offer a gift.  Art Foreman was previously awarded a $100 gift card.  Karen Massaron has also been on the board for a long time and was a past President.  This is the first year that both have not been on the board.
